The manufacturer from the Nether-
lands has announced further instal-
lations only twoe months atter the
Euro Attractions Show: the Chinese
park OCT Chengdu will receive
even in this year a standardised
Mine Train and & Suspended Loop-
ing Coaster, and a 500 metre long
family coaster will be eracted at
China Powerlong in 2009, built
according to cuslomer specifications,
along, a custom designed “Motorbike Coaster” will
be delivered to another unnamed Chinese park, with
its 610 metre long rack running inside a building.
Vekoma is also building a 335 metre long Junior
Coaster for the Indian Innovative Film Studios, as
well as a Ferris Whesl. Additionally, the Netherlands
are also supplying a theme park near Rome with a
681 metre long Mine Train, a “Sky Shuttle®, and an
80 passenger "Mad House".

New installations for the 2010 season have also
been announced by Vekoma: firstly the Mine Train
plannzd for 2008 for the Spanish park Isla Magica
will go into operation, and secondly, an innovative
and unigue signature attraction has been an-
nounced for a new thems park in South Fast Asia.

The ltalian manutacturer Technical Park will also
have a successful business year. The 2009 season
will see the delivery of two new attractions lo the
traditional Tivoli Park in Copenhagen, Denmark.
"Rocket Reindeers” is akiddie ride construction with
Christmas designed individual cars each accom-
modafing 4 passengers. The cars move at 2 matres
per second aleng a 70 metre long track through
tunnels and ever maximum three metre high hills. By
the way, outside the Christmas period all deccration
elements on the cars can be removed.

Mareaver, Tivoli will also receive a “Flying Fury” - the
second attraction of this type worldwide. This
